personal items, appropri-
ate clothing, rain gear, 
and what ever you need 
to get around (crutches, 
wheelchair, supplies for 
skin breakdown). 

Is the camp accessible? 
Camp is entirely accessi-
ble. Where needed, we 
have our helpful volun-
teers ready to carry peo-
ple and objects. 

What's in store? Fun! 

Activities have included: 
river rafting, swimming, 
horseback riding, ropes 
course, cycling, tennis, 
bowling, waterskiing and 
camp olympics! 

Can my sister (mother, 
father, friend, etc.) 
come? No. This camp is 
for you and you alone.

on your own and meeting 
new friends and doing 
new stuff. 

Cancellations: If you 
must cancel, please let us 
know two weeks in      
advance so we can fill the 
space with a waiting 
camper. As fees for camp-
ers are paid in advance, 
and last  minute cancella-
tions are not refundable. 
The following cancellation 
policy applies: 
 
Unless the circumstances 
of the cancellation were 
entirely unforeseeable, and 
the space cannot be filled 
by another camper, the 
parent/guardian or volun-
teer will be billed $300 for 
cancellations within 2 
weeks of camp or for not 
showing up on the first day 
of camp.
